The letter below was not given to me by the Navy, but by the Navy fighter pilot who flew the combat missions in Vietnam. He once asked me to “email” it to his son ( then in the US Army) because he had never shown it to him. 

The original letter had a Navy seal on it, but my scanner would not scan it.

His devotion to duty in the face of enemy fire under hazardous flying conditions was in keeping with the highest traditions of the United States Navel Service.”

The number “7” to represent seven Strike/Flight Awards is authorized.
